	Prior student learning:
Students are aware of the purpose of a procedure text and what it can be used for in everyday life. They have also been learning about the various elements of a procedure text and how to structure it based on the audience they are writing for.

	Learning Intention: Students will select an activity based on 3 differentiated levels of procedure writing for how to wash a dog

	Indicators 
· The students will be able to give accurate and appropriate answers to questions asked by teacher.

· Students have a strong knowledge and understanding of how to structure a procedure piece of writing
· Students are able to work effectively and constructively as individuals to achieve the desired results

	Objectives for the lesson-At the end of the lesson students will be able to demonstrate their ability to:
1. Select an appropriate level task for their ability
2. Create a procedure for how to wash a dog which reflects the correct structure
3. Understand and explain the purpose of the piece of writing as well as the audience

	Preparation 

· Print off copies of the jumbled procedure with headings and without headings
· Print off copies of the planning template

	Resources

· 10 x planning sheets
· 10 x jumbled with headings
· 10 x jumbled without headings

	Lesson Introduction: (3 minutes)
Gain student’s attention to the front of the room. Explain to them that today we are going to be continuing on with our procedure writing but in a way that is a little bit different to our usual writing lessons. Inform students that before you are going to tell them anymore, you want them to guess what they will be writing a procedure on. Play a game of hangman to uncover the procedure of ‘Washing a dog’.

Invite students to share stories about how they wash their dogs at home and what equipment they use when doing so.

	5 mins
	Presentation Phase
Inform students that today they will have 3 different options of how they will write their procedure and it is up to them to decide which option is best for them. Explain to the whole class that their choices are:
Option one: Worksheet with jumbled up steps, requirements and goals of how to wash a dog with the headings of each element

Option two: Worksheet with jumbled steps, requirements and goals of how to wash a dog but with no headings

Option three: A planning sheet which the student can take ownership and create their own procedure of how to wash a dog.
	· Ask students if they have any questions about the different options

· Prompt students to think about the option that they think will challenge what they can do and not take the one they think will be the ‘easy option’

	5 mins
	Demonstration Phase
Explain to students that before they make their choice, they must know that for the jumbled ones they will be required to cut, sort, check with a teacher and then paste. Then write out a good copy in their best writing.
Those who choose to plan from scratch will follow the normal process of plan, mark, good copy, four read check and then hand in to the teacher.

Instruct students to close their eyes and raise their hand if they would like option one. Handout sheets to those students. Then repeat for options 2 and 3 with students keeping their eyes closed.
	· Inform students that they are expected to complete the good copy in their absolute best handwriting and following the structure of a procedure text
· Explain that they should not be concerned with what anyone else is choosing and should choose what is best for them

	15 mins
	Application Phase
 For the remainder of the lesson students will work as individuals to complete the option they chose.
As the students work through the task ensure that they are writing in their headings and underlining them that they have ruled their margin for their good copy and are using the appropriate structure of bullet points and numbering the steps.
	· Set expectation of individual work
· Monitor student progress

· Provide feedback where necessary

· Invite students to illustrate their work to help provide further clarification of the steps

	Lesson Conclusion

Conclude the lesson by asking students how far along they have progressed and judge how much longer they will need to complete the task accordingly. Ask students to move their peg to the appropriate phase of writing that they are up to. 

	Assessment of Student Learning

1. Did the students enjoy themselves? Why/Why not?

2. Which of the students did not achieve the objectives of the lesson?

3. Were the students productive and engaged during the lesson?

4. How well did the students work in groups and as individuals?

5. What follow-up actions need to be taken in the next lesson?

6. Which students will require further support?




	Lesson modification to accommodate individual students
3 tier differentiation of lesson which requires students to use the same skills of procedure writing, just at different levels.

	Evaluation- Learning Objectives

At the end of the lesson most students were able to create a procedure text for how to wash a dog and explain that its purpose was to inform dog owners how to wash their dog and that the audience they were catering for were people who own a dog. The students were able to organise their options in the correct sequence to reflect the structure of a narrative text and some students chose to further extend themselves and create their own procedure for how to wash a dog. Overall majority of the class met the objectives of the lesson

	Evaluation- Teacher

By giving students the three different options to complete the same activity, they were able to succeed at the task appropriate to their level of ability. I found that the students liked having a choice in their activity and most chose the activity that best suited their zone of proximal development. The three different options were effective in allowing students to practise and demonstrate their ability of a certain skill, in this case procedure writing, and it is an activity that can be taken and improved on in other KLAs.
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
